Theater in the public schools of New York. This pro-
gram has been featured in the documentary “Mad Hot
Ballroom” and the feature film “Take the Lead.”

PACIFIC BALLROOM DANCE of Auburn, WA
is now partnering with Dancing Classrooms to bring
this program to the South Puget Sound area in the Fall
term of 2010.

DANCING CLASSROOMS is:
* A standards-based social development program
* Offered to 5th grade boys & girls
* A 10 week session, taught 2 times per week
- Consists of twenty 45 minute classes
* 6 dances are covered in each 10 week session:

- Merengue - Tango
- Foxtrot - Swing
- Rumba - Waltz

In the 2009-2010 school year, over 45,000 children
were inspired and educated through the Dancing Class-
rooms program in 500 schools in 19 cities.
